Preventing Tree Loss through Conservation
When forests are permanently cleared for other uses, like residential development or agriculture, or managed unsustainably, the overall number of trees on the landscape declines. Pledge Activity: Grow
Actions to Plant and Naturally Regenerate Trees
Consistent with the pledge requirements for this category, your reported actions to plant and regenerate trees need to meet two additionality criteria:
Criterion 1: The reforestation on the project lands was not required by law, such as replanting after harvest in states where this is a legal requirement unless the project’s objective is focused on ecological restoration.
Criterion 2: The actions will create outcomes that are likely additional to what would have normally occurred through unassisted natural growth. That means your pledge report may include reforestation activities where natural regeneration might have eventually occurred, if there is reasonable indication that the actions taken will stimulate more robust and/or rapid regeneration of trees on that site than would have occurred without the project.
